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1960s Reflection Project       
TASK:  To demonstrate your knowledge about the various social and political (both foreign and domestic) events of the 1960s, you will choose to create either an original fictitious vinyl album or an original poem based off of the 1960s that encompasses all aspects of the decade you have learned about in class.  
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CHOICE1: Original Fictitious Vinyl Album – This is a small group (max. 3) assignment; design & create an album representing a variety of events/topics/ideas of the 1960s. Choose from the provided list.
ALBUM REQUIRED ELEMENTS:  

1. Decorated front cover w/title (10 pts)

a. Creatively titled (2)

b. Graphics (illustrations, symbols) reflective of the decade of the 1960s (5)

c. Colored and neat (2)

d. Takes up entire space (1)

2. Decorated inside panels (35 pts)

a. Choose song titles from provided list and based off the title of the song only, apply it to an event/person/topic/belief/emotion of the 1960s.  List each song title & artist and explain how the song is connected to the event/topic/idea chosen for the 1960s theme of the album.  (20)
b. Song titles must reflect a minimum of 5 different events/topics/ideas/people of the 1960s (5)

c. Graphics reflect 1960s theme and correspond/compliment the front & back cover designs (5)

d. Colored and neat (2)
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Typed or handwritten w/no spelling/grammar errors (3)
3. Decorated back cover w/10 song titles & its artists (15 pts)

a. List the 10 actual song titles, artist & its year from the sixties  (5)

b. Graphics reflect themes of the 1960s decade and correspond/compliment the front cover design (5)

c. List the producers of the album as the group members
d. Typed or handwritten w/no spelling/grammar errors (3) 
e. Colored & neat (2)
CHOICE 2:  Original 1960s Poem – This is an individual assignment; create a poem representing a variety of events/topics/people/beliefs of the 1960s.
POEM REQUIRED ELEMENTS:

· The reader should get an incredible visual imagery of the 1960s as they read the poem using rich and descriptive vocabulary. (15)
· Historically accurate reflection of the 1960s events/people/topics/beliefs (20)
· Minimum of at least 8 different events/people/topic incorporated into poem (10 pts)
· Minimum 30 lines (10)
· Creative title (2)
· Must be typed w/no spelling/grammar errors (3)
