Questions for Boxes B & C: 

1. How did Mexicans encourage American settlement in Texas?

2. Explain the cultural issues which intensified between the Anglos and the Mexican government.

3. What was the resulting action of Gen. Santa Anna’s suspension of local powers in the Texas and other Mexican states?

4. What was the main cause that brought about the Texas Revolution (hint: what did Santa Anna want and what did Stephen Austin and Texans want)?

5. What was the outcome of the famous Battle of the Alamo?

6. How did the result from the Battle of the Alamo affect the Texan rebels and bring about Texas independence?

7. Why was the U.S. split over the annexation of Texas?

8. How did manifest destiny affect the U.S. presidential election of 1844?

ANSWERS – 14 pts. possible
1.
The Mexican gov. offered up inexpensive land (or land grants) to American settlers to settle the Texas territory. (1 pt)
2.  
The cultural issues between the Anglo settlers and the Mexican gov. were over religion due to Anglo settlers being Protestant; over language due to Anglo settlers speaking English over Spanish; over slavery for the fact that most Anglo settlers were Southerners who brought slaves with them to the Texas territory.  (2 pts)
3.
As a result of Gen. Santa Anna suspending local powers, several rebellions broke out. (1 pt)
4.
Gen. Santa Anna wanted the rebels to obey Mexican laws while Austin wanted greater self-government in Texas which caused the Texas Revolution. (or Gen. Santa Ana marched his army toward San Antonio and Austin ordered Texans to arm themselves) (2 pts)
5.
Outcome of the Battle of the Alamo was ALL 187 U.S. soldiers/defenders DIED!!!! (2 pts)
6.  
As a result of the Alamo defeat, Texans were whipped into fury; Texan rebels attacked and killed 630 Mexican troops and captured Gen. Santa Anna in the Battle of San Jacinto.  Treaty of Velasco ended revolution and declared Texan Independence. (3 pts)
7.  
U.S. was split over annexation of Texas because Texas would enter the Union as a slave state thereby making the free-to-slave state balance unequal. (2 pts)
8.  Manifest Destiny contributed to the presidential election of 1844 because of its focus on westward expansion.  (1 pt)
