WWI PROPAGANDA POSTERS

PROPAGANDA = To persuade public opinion to a predetermined thought/opinion or call to action.

Using the previous examples of propaganda posters (see weebly site for “WWI Propaganda Posters”, you will create your own propaganda poster for the United States to use during World War I to promote the war effort on the home front on a piece of standard-sized computer paper.  Follow the steps below to create your own, ORIGINAL poster.  Use the green handout for guidance while creating your poster (see weebly site).  You must have 1 objective & 2 tools incorporated into your poster – LIST THESE ON THE BACKSIDE OF THE POSTER.

Step 1: Choose an objective (from green sheet HO) you want to be the basis of your poster.
Step 2: Draw an illustration and create a call to action phrase based on your objective.  Incorporate “tools” (from the green sheet) into your poster. You must have a minimum of 2 incorporated. ** Remember you are trying to persuade society to take action based on your objective!! (10 pts)

Step 3: Proofread for spelling errors. (2 pts)

Step 4: Color your poster (5 pts)

Step 5: List objective and tools on the backside of the paper. (3 pts)
